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Welcome to Eskdale Art 2024, our thirtieth Art Show run by the Friends of Eskdale School. Over these years, we have raised over £100,000 in net income which has been made available to the School and your support is vital to ensure the children are provided with further facilities, amenities and opportunities which make learning both thorough and fun. 

The exhibition and sale of paintings, prints, photographs, ceramics, jewellery and other artworks will take place from Saturday 25th May to Monday 27th May 2024.  This exhibition is visited by over 1000 people each year and is a well-established event. There is extensive advertising in the local press, on numerous websites, the radio and in tourist offices. 

As ever, the aim of the exhibition is to show and sell work by artists from both amateur and professional backgrounds. Our last show in 2023 sold approximately 550 exhibits with most artists selling one or more pieces of work. This major fundraising event sold over £11,000 worth of artworks and made over £4,000 net profit in 2023, money vital to our Village School of 25 pupils.

All the work is offered for sale with a handling commission, the proceeds of which will be used to contribute further to the facilities, equipment and opportunities offered at the school. Artists may choose to donate an artwork for the Raffle or pay an exhibition fee.  Eskdale Art has been commended by many people, artists and visitors for its efficient organisation, quality of artworks, friendly atmosphere and popularity. The beautiful village of Eskdale attracts a great number of visitors, many of whom are regulars.
Admission is free and catalogues will be on sale.  There will be a preview evening on Friday 24th May, to which you, as an exhibiting artist, are automatically invited. This will be held at the school from 7pm onwards. The exhibition is open to the public on Saturday, Sunday and Monday 10am - 4.30pm.  There will also be a Café selling sandwiches, cakes and hot and cold drinks.  Raffle tickets are also on sale. 
If you would like to exhibit at Eskdale Art 2024 please complete the enclosed Application Form Pack, the ‘Pack’ and return it before Monday 13th May.
Due to space limitations, we have to limit the number of exhibiting artists so please reply as soon as possible to be assured of a place. Packs returned by email will receive an automatic acknowledgement. If you wish to receive confirmation of postal applications, please send a stamped addressed envelope with your completed application form. Please also ensure that artwork has not been exhibited at Eskdale Art on more than one occasion.
Your Pack contains: A Conditions of Entry sheet ( An Application Form ( Two A4 label sheets consisting of 8 square labels to be completed and attached to the back of your paintings ( Eight narrow exhibition labels to be completed - please do not separate the narrow labels ( Raffle information ( A check list ( A copy for your records.

HOW DOES ESKDALE ART WORK?

Eskdale Art was set up to raise funds for St. Bega’s Primary School. Over the past 30 years over £100,000 has been raised. This money has been used to fund all manner of ‘extras’ for our pupils, from trips to the theatre and residential trips to Brathay, York and Chester and various activity centres, as well as transport to sporting events and school-wide swimming lessons, laptops, software, playground resources, curriculum enrichment opportunities and so much more. It has been such a worthwhile and valued event in our community and school calendar.

Thank you for considering taking part in Eskdale Art 2024. What follows is the process of how to be a part of Eskdale Art by exhibiting your art work and hopefully selling it, giving your work exposure in a public exhibition and giving the school a commission on art work sold.

To begin the process, you will need a Pack which contains all of the terms and conditions of exhibiting at Eskdale Art. It has all the contact details and space for you to set out what art work you wish to exhibit, the labels to attach to the art works, and all the paperwork that is needed to ensure your entry into the Catalogue, including a Privacy Notice. You will need to complete a Pack, please draft your own information about yourself, your art work, the media you have chosen and any other details that a potential buyer may be interested in when considering buying your art work.  You will also have set out what art work is coming into the show and the price at which you wish to sell it. This helps us calculate the insurance cover we need for the duration of the show.

You then need to send the application Pack to St. Bega’s School, by 13th May 2024. All the information is collated so that the Catalogue can be put together and we have a record of what art work is coming in from whom. You will be required to pay an exhibition fee or may alternatively donate a piece of art work to our raffle which negates this Exhibition fee.

On Thursday 23rd May you need to bring your art work to St. Bega’s C of E Primary School and it will be registered as having been received by FOES, opening times from 1 to 7pm. These art works must be labelled and able to be hung (if applicable) and priced. We have insurance covering the total value of the art works from Thursday 23rd May to midnight Monday 27th May. You will receive a letter setting out the time that you may pick up any unsold art work on Monday 27th May. 

We will then set up the Art show and display the art works for exhibition. On Friday evening commencing at 7pm we have a Preview evening reception. As an artist you are automatically invited to this preview event so please put Friday 24th May 7pm in your diary. People who have purchased art works in the previous years will also be invited so that they have the first option to purchase the art works. Anything sold on the Friday night stays on display until Saturday morning when it is taken down and wrapped for the buyer and further art by the same artist is displayed where possible. We try to exhibit all of the art works from our artists and replace them on display as they sell. On Sunday and Monday, we may change the display to freshen up the exhibition and attract further interest from potential buyers.

On Monday, the exhibition closes, and the unsold art works will be collected in and sorted so that we can begin to distribute these to the artists as per the times which have been advised to the artists on Thursday 23rd. Payment for artworks sold, less the commission paid to the school, will be sent to artists within 14 days of the 27th May.

Conditions of Entry Eskdale Art 2024
1.  Packs must be returned completed with titles and price and with correct remittance in respect of the entry fee by Monday 13th May so they can be included in the catalogue.  Artists who return packs after this date may exhibit at the discretion of the organising committee, but we cannot guarantee inclusion in the catalogue. Please note that Packs returned by email will receive an automatic acknowledgement. If you wish to receive confirmation of postal applications, please send a stamped self-addressed envelope with your Pack.
2.  Exhibits should be brought to the school between 1pm and 7pm on Thursday 23rd May. Unsold items must be collected on Monday 27th May between 5.15 - 7.15pm.  Time slots for collection are determined alphabetically. Further information will be given to you when you deliver your entries to school to allow us to alphabetically group similar numbers of artists.

3. There will be a 25% commission on all sales to cover the exhibition costs, with proceeds going to Friends of Eskdale School. Exhibitors will be paid for artworks sold, less commission, via BACS (if you wish to be paid this way, please ensure you provide your bank details in your Pack) or via cheque within 14 days of the 27th May 2024.
 4. A maximum of eight framed paintings/prints/photographs may be submitted, of which a minimum of two will be displayed at the commencement of the exhibition. If you have a preference which items you wish to be exhibited first, please indicate these on your application form as numbers 1 and 2. The remainder will be held as 'reserves' to be displayed as and when sales take place. Unframed prints, greetings cards, ceramics, jewellery, woodwork etc. will be displayed throughout the exhibition.  These must be individually marked with their selling price and a satisfactory inventory list submitted with these artworks on Thursday 23rd May, otherwise they will not be displayed.

5.  A graduated exhibition fee will apply. For art entries priced up to £100.00, an exhibition fee of £3.00 per item will apply; for art entries priced between £101.00 and £200.00, a £4.00 exhibition fee will apply. Any artwork priced over £200.00 will be charged a £5.00 exhibition fee. Cheques to be made payable to: FRIENDS OF ESKDALE SCHOOL or pay by BACS - Account Name: Friends of Eskdale School; Bank: NatWest, Whitehaven, Cumbria; Sort Code: 60-07-34; Account Number: 03917797. Please supply your name as a reference when paying by BACS so we know you have paid. Please note that if you donate a prize to the raffle then no exhibition fee is payable. Your donated raffle prize should be a piece of artwork. 
6.  Purchasers of exhibits will be allowed to take them away at the time of purchase, except on Friday 24th May, the Preview Evening, when exhibits will be available for collection over the weekend. Vacant spaces will be filled from that exhibitor's reserves where possible.

7.  For paintings and framed prints or photographs the artist's details, together with the title, medium and price of the exhibit must be affixed to the back of the picture (on the square labels). The narrow labels should also be completed with name, title, medium and price; which will be attached to the exhibits when displayed. Please do not separate the narrow labels. PLEASE REMEMBER TO RETURN THE NARROW LABELS SHEET WITH THE ENTRY FORM.
8.  All paintings, photographs, drawings, etc. must be suitably framed and fitted with screws and string, ready for hanging. Copy prints of framed pictures and other prints, will be welcomed, but should be mounted and cellophane protected. The Friends of Eskdale School reserve the right to determine whether an artwork is considered of sufficient standard and is appropriate for exhibition.

9.  Please note catalogue deadline Monday 13th May 2024. We are aware that occasionally a title may not be decided at the time of returning your entry form; this is accepted but it would be appreciated if exhibitors would refrain from making changes to titles or prices after their Pack has been submitted as the entries in the catalogue are based on the information contained in the Pack.

10.  Whilst the premises are insured during the exhibition, EXHIBITS ARE ACCEPTED AND PLACED ON DISPLAY AT THE OWNER'S RISK.
11.  Presentation of artworks ready for hanging or exhibition (this means for prints, jewellery, ceramics, woodwork, cards and similar exhibits that it is properly priced) with properly completed forms, labels and Inventory sheet, if applicable, will ensure efficient receipt of the artworks on Thursday 23rd May.

12.  We will be closing the exhibition promptly at 4.30pm and re-opening at 5.15pm to begin the process of returning unsold exhibits. We are happy to help exhibitors wrap up their exhibits as requested and assist with carrying them to exhibitors’ vehicles on Monday 27th May.
13.  If you are picking up exhibits for another exhibitor please let us know before Sunday 26th May, so that we can arrange for these to be stored together for ease of collection at pick up time.

14.  Please note the time of your pick up, as we reserve the right to return exhibits only to those exhibitors who arrive at the allotted time unless we have received instructions as to a combined pick up at the time of delivery of the exhibits as set out in paragraph 13 above.  
Privacy notice for exhibitors
Under data protection law, individuals have a right to be informed about how the Friends of Eskdale School, ‘FOES’ uses any personal data that we hold about them. We comply with this right by providing ‘privacy notices’ (sometimes called ‘fair processing notices’) to individuals where we are processing their personal data.

This privacy notice explains how we collect, store and use personal data about exhibitors.

We, the FOES are the ‘data controller’ for the purposes of data protection law.

The personal data we hold

Personal data that we may collect, use, store and share (when appropriate) about exhibitors includes, but is not restricted to:


· Contact details, contact preferences, including address, telephone numbers and email address

· Details of the price of exhibits and the number of exhibits sold
· Banks account details

· Photographs of exhibitor’s work

Why we use this data

We use this data to:

· Support planning and marketing of Eskdale Art

· Assess insurance cover for Eskdale Art

· Pay exhibitors for artworks sold

· Calculate commissions payable to the FOES

Our legal basis for using this data

We only collect and use exhibitor’s personal data when the law allows us to. Most commonly, we process it where:

· We need to comply with a legal obligation e.g. to pay exhibitors for artwork sold and calculate commission

Less commonly, we may also process exhibitor’s personal data in situations where:

· We have obtained consent to use it in a certain way

· We need to protect the exhibitor’s interests (or someone else’s interests) e.g. calculating insurance cover for exhibitor’s artworks 

Where we have obtained consent to use exhibitor’s personal data, this consent can be withdrawn at any time. We will make this clear when we ask for consent and explain how consent can be withdrawn.

Some of the reasons listed above for collecting and using exhibitor’s personal data overlap, and there may be several grounds which justify our use of this data.

Collecting this information

Whenever we seek to collect information from an exhibitor, we make it clear whether providing it is mandatory or optional. If it is mandatory, we will explain the possible consequences of not complying.
How we store this data 

We keep personal information about exhibitors on a secure password protected data base. 

Data sharing
We do not share information about exhibitors with any third party without consent unless the law allows us to do so. Where it is legally required, or necessary (and it complies with data protection law) we may share personal information.  If you sell any work at the show then we will share your name, bank details and amounts payable with the NatWest bank so we can pay you for works sold.
Exhibitors’ rights regarding personal data
Individuals have a right to make a ‘subject access request’ to gain access to personal information that the FOES hold about them.

Exhibitors can make a request with respect to the data held about them. 
If you make a subject access request, and if we do hold information about you, we will:

· Give you a description of it

· Tell you why we are holding and processing it, and how long we will keep it for

· Explain where we got it from, if not from you 

· Tell you who it has been, or will be, shared with

· Let you know whether any automated decision-making is being applied to the data, and any consequences of this

· Give you a copy of the information in an intelligible form

Individuals also have the right for their personal information to be transmitted electronically to another organisation in certain circumstances.

If you would like to make a request, please contact our DPO.

Other rights

Under data protection law, individuals have certain rights regarding how their personal data is used and kept safe, including the right to:

· Object to the use of personal data if it would cause, or is causing, damage or distress

· Prevent it being used to send direct marketing

· Object to decisions being taken by automated means (by a computer or machine, rather than by a person)

· In certain circumstances, have inaccurate personal data corrected, deleted or destroyed, or restrict processing

· Claim compensation for damages caused by a breach of the data protection regulations 

To exercise any of these rights, please contact our DPO.
Complaints

We take any complaints about our collection and use of personal information very seriously.

If you think that our collection or use of personal information is unfair, misleading or inappropriate, or have any other concern about our data processing, please raise this with us in the first instance.
